Indigenous trees are good for soil
improvement and for diversifving our
farms and harvests, They are also
good for shade and soif fertility.
They grive good yields, fruits, and
puts, The indigenots toes are also
used to heal people as local
medicime.

Indigenous trees are well suited to
the lecal environmen, and so often
grow quickly and reliably. They do
fot consume much water, The trees
for dry areas are known to the local
dhaellers. These are good for timber
bz meed less care than exolic ress.
Many indigenous 1rees support the
crops planted by the farmer. They
gcare way (e pests, and suppost
beneficial msects that help crops
grow, Some increase crop yickds
becanse the Jeaves that are shed act
us a natural fertilizer.

Many have edible frints, Some give
wil, fiber. shade, poles for house
construction. Try collecting seeds
from indigenous tress and growing
eome (his scason. [t 15 not difficult.

Among the native and indigenous
trees, one useful variely is Cordia
Africema, This trec is a good one
that provides many benefits to the

emvironment and for our fanms.

1t survives in bow altiiudes, i
woodland; savannah and bush m

warm aned moist arens inchading

riverhanks. It is [rost tender and can

grow in drier conditions but thrives
in good rainfall arcas. It gocurs afro-
montane Sorest mixed with forest,
usually zlong marping and o
cleanings. I

It 1z an early colomzer in forest
regrowth. Like many such trees,
Cordia grows quickly $o you can se¢
its benelis soon. 1t is offen Teft
when forests are cleared for
cultiviition. Cordia 35 an exccllent
ghade free for crops smee its, leaves
provide malch 1o prevent weeds,
mhinirmiee eroston, and enrich the soil.
The feaves provide useful fodder for
apirnals; The tree'is medicioal, with
bark used o bind briken bones,
Fruits are edilsie, and enjoyed by
peopls and animals.
